Governor McDonnell has labeled March 16 

Tornado Preparedness Day.   

All of the schools in Hanover County, includ-

ing Battlefield, will participate in a statewide 

tornado drill at 9:45 a.m. on this day.   During 

the drill, students will move to a safe area 

within our school building.   They will be 

asked to crouch or sit on the floor and cover 

their heads with their hands. Safe areas in our 

building include interior rooms, bathrooms, 

and hallways on the first floor of our school. 

We will also be having our second bus 

evacuation drill on the morning of  

March 11th.  Students will be asked to exit the 

bus in an organized and timely fashion.  If we 

are unable to have the drill on March 11th be-

cause of bad weather, our make up bus 

evacuation drill will be on Friday, March 12th. 

The safety of our students and staff are our 

main priority here at Battlefield.  We will con-

tinue to practice proper safety procedure so 

that our students and staff are fully prepared.

Spring is right around the corner and I 

know the children will be happy to get 

outside and enjoy some fresh air.  I 

wished we hadnôt lost the instructional 

time due to the snow but hope you en-

joyed the time with your families.  You 

canôt replace the memories you make 

with your children.  As you know we 

have had to make adjustments to our 
instructional calendar:  February 15th 

became a full day of instruction, February 18th also became a full 

day of instruction and April 2nd is now designated as a full day of 

instruction.  I am very confident we will stay right on our instruc-

tional pace and all students will be ready to take their SOL exams 

in May.   

Our 5th grade students will be engaging in their writing SOL ex-

ams on March 2nd (multiple choice exam) and March 3rd (the 

direct writing exam).  Please, if at all possible, do not schedule 

any appointments for your fifth graders on those days.  Testing 

will begin at 8:30 and these tests are untimed as are all of the 

SOL tests.  The multiple choice practice tests that they took indi-

cated mostly strengths.  Teachers were given a half day substitute 

to review individual student strengths and weaknesses one on 

one.  We feel confident that they will do well based upon how 

they did on the practice test and based upon their past perform-

ance. 

All of this may be old news to many of you if you have not 

signed up for Email Connection.  We do try to get timely infor-

mation to you through that network and the feedback that I have 
received indicates that you are finding that useful.  If you have a 

computer at home or at work that is connected to the internet I 

would encourage you to sign up.  All you need to do is to go the 

Hanover County Schools website and look for the Email Connec-

tion icon.  It will show you how easy it is to sign up for this ser-

vice. 

We celebrated Custodian and Building Servicesô Appreciation 

Day on February 24th.  At Battlefield Park we have every reason 

to celebrate the excellent services provided to our children and 

staff by our custodians and building services staff.  They always 

do their best to respond to any need that arises and they put in 

that extra effort to make this old building look spic and span 

every day.  Most importantly, they greet our children, parents and 

staff with a beaming smile each day and so please join us in let-

ting them know how much they are appreciated. 

We will be engaging in bus evacuation drills on March 11th.  Kin-

dergarten Registration will also take place on March 19th.  (If you 

know anyone that has rising kindergarteners please encourage 

them to come in and register on March 19th from 8:00 a.m. to 

4:00 p.m. in the gym). 

As always it is a pleasure to serve you and your children.  Thank 

you so much for your continued support and compassion.  Again, 

there are many schools but there is only one Battlefield Park Ele-

mentary.
